DISPOSICIONES ESPECIALES-REGLAS DE LA ASAMBLEA

Para viabilizar la mayor participacion y efectividad en la Asamblea se han adoptado las siguientes reglas que regularan los procedimientos y el

debate.
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Estas reglas o Disposiciones Especiales complementaran las Disposiciones Reglamentarias de Caribe
Federal Credit Union, entendiéndose que no seran validas de estar en contraposicion de sus reglamentos
(By Laws).

Bothwell-MSM, Manual de Procedimiento Parlamentario, Revisado y Actualizado, sera la autoridad
parlamentaria en todos aquellos casos y situaciones que no estén regidos por los reglamentos (By-Laws) de
Caribe Federal Credit Union y de estas Disposiciones Especiales.

En aquellas situaciones no cubiertas por los reglamentos (By-Laws), ni estas Disposiciones Especiales, ni
Bothwell-MSM, la Asamblea decidira por mayoria de los votantes siempre y cuando no sean contrarias a
ninguna de las anteriores.

Los turnos en los debates seran concedidos por la Presidencia en paridad de condiciones y no excederan
de tres turnos a favor o en contra de dos minutos por turno.

Solamente podran hacer uso de la palabra los miembros bonafide de Caribe Federal Credit Union.

Todo miembro debera ponerse de pie, salvo impedimento fisico, y dirigirse siempre a la Presidencia para
ser reconocido, al consumir turnos en el debate, al hacer cualquier tipo de planteamiento o para proponer
una mocion.

Ningun miembro tendra derecho a hacer uso de la palabra sin haber sido reconocido por la Presidencia.

Todo miembro debera identificarse propiamente al hacer uso de la palabra sin divulgar su numero de
membresia.

Ninguin miembro podra hablar mas de dos veces sobre el mismo asunto.
Ningun miembro podra interrumpir a la persona que esté en uso de la palabra.

En caso de efectuarse una votacion, los escrutadores designados para el conteo de votos procederan a
llevar a cabo su labor, informando el resultado de la votacion a la Presidencia.

Todo participante en el debate debera cefiirse al tema de la discusion, es decir, al asunto ante la
consideracion de la asamblea o al tema objeto de debate o discusion. En caso de que se aleje del tema, la
Presidencia habra de llamarlo al orden, prontamente.

En caso de que un participante se aleje del tema en consideracion, la Presidencia lo llamara al orden.
Ningun participante en el debate tiene derecho a dirigir la palabra a otro miembro directamente. EI modo
correcto es dirigirse siempre a la Presidencia, y solo indirectamente (por su conducto) podra dirigirse al otro

miembro.

Un debatiente u orador que esté en el uso de la palabra, no esta obligado a contestar preguntas, si tal es su
preferencia.

Toda persona que en el uso de la palabra proceda descortésmente o aluda a otra persona en forma
irrespetuosa, o que emplee un lenguaje ofensivo, sera llamada al orden por la Presidencia.

La Presidencia protegera contra interrupciones impropias a la persona que consuma un turno ante la
asamblea. Por ejemplo, manifestaciones en alta voz de algun miembro, silbidos, caminar por el salén en
forma desordenada, etc.

La Presidencia declarara el planteamiento de cualquier persona fuera de orden que incurra en ataques
personales contra algin miembro o miembros de Caribe Federal Credit Union.

El proponente de una mocion no puede debatir en contra de la misma, aunque si puede votarle en contra.

El proponente de una mocion tiene derecho a iniciar y a cerrar el debate sobre la mocion, siempre y cuando
no exceda el limite de tiempo fijado a su turno.

En caso de que se haya iniciado una votacion, cualquier interrupcion que esté relacionada a este proceso
sera declarado fuera de orden.

Los informes de la Junta se leeran corridos y luego se abrira un espacio para preguntas y su recibo o
aprobacion de ser requerido.
Estas reglas pueden suspenderse por el voto de dos terceras partes de los votantes.

Estas disposiciones estaran en vigor inmediatamente después de su aprobacion y estaran vigentes durante
los trabajos de esta Asamblea Anual.

Aquellos otros asuntos que fuesen considerados de naturaleza operacional prospectiva, sensitiva o
confidencial seran referidos automaticamente a la Junta de Directores y/o a la Gerencia para el tramite y
atencion que corresponda.



SPECIAL DISPOSITIONS — ANNUAL MEETING RULES

In order to facilitate the smooth functioning of the Assembly and to provide means to increase the participation of the membership
present in the Assembly, the following rules have been adopted and will provide the basis for resolving questions of procedures and
regulate debates.

RULE #1 These Rules or Special Dispositions will complement the regulations of Caribe Federal Credit Union,
understanding that they are not valid if they conflict with the Bylaws.

RULE #2 Bothwell-MSM, Parliamentary Procedures Manual, most recent edition, will be the Parliamentary Authority in
all the cases and/or situations that are not covered under the Bylaws of Caribe Federal Credit Union and
these Special Dispositions.

RULE #3 Situations not covered by Caribe Federal Credit Union’s Bylaws or these Special Dispositions, or Bothwell-
MSM, the Assembly shall decide by a Simple Majority of votes. Inasmuch as they are not contrary to any of
the aforementioned.

RULE #4 The Presiding Officer shall grant a maximum of three turns in the consideration of a debatable motion, in
parity of conditions, allowing each debater to speak for two minutes each, for the adoption of the motion or
against its adoption.

RULE #5 Only members of Caribe Federal Credit Union in good standing, as certified by the secretary, have the right
to speak and vote in the Assembly.

RULE #6 All members shall rise, except those unable to do so, to address the Chair or Presiding Officer in order to be
recognized, when debating, or when making a motion.

RULE #7 No member is entitled to the floor without being recognized by the Presiding Officer.

RULE #8 Each member shall identify himself with his name every time he requests the floor without revealing his (her)
membership |.D. number.

RULE #9 No Member shall speak more than twice to the same question.
RULE #10 No member shall interrupt another member that has been assigned the floor and has begun to speak.
RULE #11 Whenever a voting process is performed, the Scrutiny Committee responsible for counting the votes, shall

proceed to inform the results to the Chair or Presiding Officer.

RULE #12 All participants in the debate must adhere to the theme of the discussion, i.e., the matter before the
consideration of the Assembly or the theme object of debate or discussion. Should it deviate from the topic,
the Presidency shall call it to order, promptly.

RULE #13 The Presiding Officer shall call to order any member that departs from the question under consideration.

RULE #14 Members of an Assembly cannot address one another directly but must address all remarks through the
Chair.

RULE #15 While a member is speaking and another member wishes to address a question to him, that question must

be made through the Chair. However, the speaker has no obligation to answer the question if he so chooses.

RULE #16 During debate any member who uses offensive language and shows lack of respect to another speaker shall
be called to order by the Presiding Officer.

RULE #17 The Presiding Officer shall protect any Member who is speaking from inappropriate interruptions during the
assembly. No member should be permitted to disturb the Assembly by whispering, walking across the floor
or in any other improper way.

RULE #18 The Presiding Officer shall act immediately and decisively to call out of order any person who inappropriately
attacks or interrupts another member of CFCU.

RULE #19 In debate the maker of a motion is not allowed to speak against his own motion, while he can vote against it.

RULE #20 The maker of a motion has the right to initiate and close a debate on the motion without exceeding the
allowed time per debater.

RULE #21 Once a voting process is initiated, any interruption during this process shall be called out of order.

RULE #22 All reports shall be read consecutively by the BOD. Thereafter, there will be a time allocated to answer
questions and receive the reports or approval if necessary.

RULE #23 These rules may be suspended by two thirds vote.
RULE #24 These Special Dispositions shall go into effect immediately, as soon as they are approved by the Assembly.
RULE #25 Other matters which are considered operational, sensitive or of confidential nature, will be referred to the

Board of Directors and/or management for their prompt attention.
